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Safeguarding Statement – Adults at risk and adults with health and social care needs

We recognise:
· That we all have a responsibility to help prevent the physical, sexual, psychological, financial and discriminatory abuse and neglect of adults at risk and adults with health and social care needs and to report any such abuse that we discover or suspect.
· The personal dignity and rights of adults at risk and adults with health and social care needs 
· The need to exercise proper care in the appointment and selection of those who will work with adults at risk and adults with health and social care needs at the garden whenever this situation arises. The trustees who share the supervision of the garden monitor new users, clients and visitors to the garden.
· That Adult Social Care has lead responsibility for investigating all allegations or suspicions of abuse.
· That where an allegation suggests that a criminal offence may have been committed then the police should be contacted as a matter of urgency.
